COURSE DESCRIPTION

A studio course exploring drawing with continued emphasis on descriptive, expressive
and conceptual approaches. Students will further develop the ability to see and interpret
a variety of subjects while using diverse materials and techniques. Course work will
facilitate a dialogue in which students will employ critical analysis to broaden their
understanding of drawing as a discipline. Prerequisite: ARTS 1316

1. Demonstrate a furthered academic understanding of drawing to include use of line,
color, shape, value, composition, and perspective;

2. Continue to use creative expression in their artwork;

3. Practice critically analyzing not only their own works but the works of other students
and artists;

4. Improve the use of accepted presentation methods.

4 of the 6 drawings that the
student creates throughout the semester must fit into a specific theme for this to be
accomplished. The student’s artist statement must be at least 200 words and
should describe the similarities within the body of work created, as well as the
ideas or reasoning behind these decisions.

EVALUATION OF STUDENTS

60% Quality of work
20% Sketchbook
10% Artist Statement
10% Mat/Frame.

Grading is based on the following criteria:
1. Completion of all projects and quality of work;
2. Attendance;
3. Use of class time (coming on time and staying for the whole class);
4. Attitude (cooperation and willingness to enter in to the learning environment).
